2.10 Goods Delivery time

The delivery period may not exceed 30 days from the date of signature of the
contract with the selected supplier.

2.11 Payment terms

The payment shall be done according to the following terms:

Payment shall me made through a transfer from the project coordinating
institution (BAU) to the selected supplier within one month maximum after the
delivery date.
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The key principles that shall govern the process of evaluation of tenders are listed
as follows:
